La Union Elementary School Attendance Boundary Change
The Gadsden Independent School district does hereby find and resolve as follows:
WHEREAS, the attendance boundaries of Santa Teresa Elementary School and La Union Elementary School are proposed to be changed, effective May 10, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the Gadsden Independent School District Board of Education is committed to minimizing the necessity and impact of frequent boundary changes; and

WHEREAS, the primary considerations that govern the determination of school attendance boundaries include the educational opportunity afforded to students in each school; the efficient and educationally effective use of the facilities of each school; and the recognition of community interests; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Education wishes to minimize the impact on those current (SY2011-2012) fifth-grade students at Santa Teresa Elementary School, who, because of the change to the La Union Elementary School attendance zone, would be required to change schools for two consecutive school years;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Education hereby authorizes each student currently enrolled in the fifth grade for SY2011-12 at Santa Teresa Elementary School, who would otherwise attend La Union Elementary School for SY2012-13 because of the attendance zone boundary change, to remain at Santa Teresa Elementary School for SY2012-13, unless the student’s parent(s) choose La Union Elementary School for SY2012-13.
