A. Steve Suggs, CFO, explained that the District issues general

obligation bonds that have Continuing Disclosure (CD)
requirements under federal securities laws. In order for the
District to maintain compliance with the CD requirements,
formalized procedures are necessary. The District's financial
advisor and bond counsel have indicated that the Board and
Superintendent should appoint a Compliance Officer for the
purposes of the Continuing Disclosure Compliance Procedures.
The recommendation is that the CFO is appointed as the
Compliance Officer, and that the procedures identified as part of
the resolution be adopted

. Steve Suggs, CFO, explained that the District issues general

obligation bonds and other debt obligations that have requirements
under federal tax laws. In order for the District to maintain
compliance with the federal tax requirements, formalized
procedures are necessary. The District's financial advisor and
bond counsel have indicated that the Board and Superintendent
should appoint a Compliance Officer for the purposes of the Tax
Compliance Procedures. The recommendation is that the CFO is
appointed as the Compliance Officer, and that the procedures
identified as part of the resolution be adopted.

. Ralph Gallegos, Construction Director, presented information on

the timeline for the Chaparral Elementary Remodeling project.
The timeline for the project includes advertising on April 20,
2015, with a Pre-RFP meeting on May 1, 2015, and the RFP Due
on May 19, 2015. Mr. Gallegos will bring back this item for
approval on June 11, 2015.

. Demetrious Giovas, Student Nutrition Director, presented

information on the recommended changes by the NMSBA Policy
Service to Policy EFE. The proposed changes to Policy EFE are
pursuant to recent changes by NMPED to NMAC 6.12.5-6 to
conform to Federal law, rules and guidance limitations regarding
beverages and foods sold in schools. Specifically, to the beverages
allowed to be sold as competitive food or accompaniment to the
food program. Mr. Giovas also answered questions regarding
wasted foods, such as fruit that students do not eat. He said
students are not allowed to keep their fruit and eat later. Fresh
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fruits and vegetables are given to all elementary students after one
o’clock every day.

E. Ralph Gallegos, Construction Director presented information on
the design of the new UV Disinfection System to be constructed at
the existing Gadsden Middle School Waste Water Treatment Plant
located at 1325 West Washington. This new system will replace
existing de-chlorination system.
